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The purpose of the Scholarship is to support PhD candidates working on a topic related to the Vitalities Lab led by Professor Deborah Lupton. The Scholarship will provide a stipend for general living costs. It will have a value of $30,000 per annum and will be payable for a maximum of 4 years of candidature. The Scholarship will be paid fortnightly as a stipend by the Graduate Research School (GRS).
GENERAL ELIGIBILITY
The candidate must be eligible to enrol in an accredited Research Doctorate at UNSW. Applicants for this scholarship will not be considered if they do not meet the minimum UNSW requirements for doctoral candidature. The scholarship is available to full-time and part-time candidates. The duration and payment of the scholarship will be pro rata if awarded to a part time candidate.
SELECTION CRITERIA

Eligible candidates may apply for this Scholarship by submitting a written statement, of no more than two pages in length, addressing the below selection criteria:

· Their academic training and achievements in a relevant discipline (see below)
· Brief description of the proposed research/thesis, clearly demonstrating how it fits the research directions of the program led by Professor Lupton in the Vitalities Lab
Applicants will be assessed on how closely their proposed topic fits the direction of the program of research in the Vitalities Lab. This program takes a strongly sociocultural approach to understanding people’s everyday lives, with a particular interest in sociomaterial social theories and innovative research methods. Applicants may choose to undertake a critical textual analysis or engage in qualitative fieldwork methods (e.g. interviews, ethnographic observations, arts-based methods). Applicants should demonstrate an initial academic training and high level of achievement in a relevant discipline (e.g. sociology, anthropology, cultural studies, media studies) and a capacity and interest in qualitative methods and critical social theory.
